SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Frances want to talk on audio. She does not want to go video as she is not ready. She described that she has been doing all right taking her medications. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings or any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She described due to some family issues, she has been missing lot of workdays. She was encouraged that she should talk with the supervisor and explain her situation. It would be better idea rather than losing her job and look for another job to which she agreed. She denies any drooling, any involuntary tremors or any symptoms of acathisia. She was alert and oriented. Mood was present. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. No irritability and agitations. No dystonia, tremors, drooling, or involuntary movements. No use of alcohol or drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue on Abilify 15 mg at bedtime, Benadryl 25 mg daily, a 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
