The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David reported that he has been doing good and sleeping good and eating good, living with his parents and he feels comfortable. No symtoms of anxiety, depression, paranoia, or any hallucination. He also discussed that he is going to court on 07/27/23 regarding the case happened at gas station. He was also subjected for psychiatric evaluation at Forensic Center, but so far he does not have any information. He described he is taking his medications and he is feeling better. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Denies any depression or anxiety and not even thinking about it. The patient has been on two antipsychotics Zyprexa was given 20 mg daily, however because of the increased paranoia Prolixin 5 mg twice a day was given. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. He denies any involuntary tremors, any acathisia or any drooling. He described he is taking his medication on a daily basis. The patient wants that his medications should be sent for 90 days.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid. 

PLAN: Encouraged social interaction, diet control, and exercise. Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime, Prolixin 5 mg twice a day, 90-days medications were ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. Verbal consent was obtained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
