ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.
2. Migraine headache.

3. History of carotid stenosis, no significant change noted.

4. Because of his hypertension and palpitation, we looked at his echocardiogram which shows no evidence of valvular abnormality.

5. Because of family history of stroke, we looked at his carotid ultrasound. This was also within normal limits with minimal stenosis.

6. Because of leg pain and arm pain, we looked at his upper and lower extremity. No sign of DVT or PVD was noted.

7. Thyroid cyst that was noted a few years ago is now completely gone.

8. No evidence of kidney stone noted on the left side where the patient has had issues with kidney stones in the past.

9. There is no hydronephrosis.

10. Palpitations are stable in face of normal echocardiogram.

11. We will assess the patient’s response to new migraine medications.

12. Findings were discussed with the patient at length.

13. Get blood work.

14. If the patient’s Qulipta is not approved, I am going to start him on Nurtec 75 mg one a day to serve as a preventing measure for his headache since he is having more than five headaches a month and that is causing lot of problems in his life.
