CRAWFORD, MAGDALINE
This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. She also suffers from renal insufficiency, edema of the lower extremity and anasarca. Because of her anasarca, the patient is in pain and requiring around the clock pain medication. She has nausea related to her renal insufficiency. She also suffers from a volume overload because of congestive heart failure and low ejection fraction. The patient has been tried on Lasix with minimal effect and then Zaroxolyn along with Lasix three times a week to reduce her swelling. The patient is malnourished. She eats very little. She is ADL dependent; even getting up in bed causes her to be short of breath. The patient continues to smoke. She has become bowel and bladder incontinent and wears a diaper. She requires hospice care at home to keep her pain under control and to keep her comfortable. She most likely has less than six months to live given her endstage COPD, congestive heart failure, low ejection fraction and hypertension, now with renal failure and volume overload.
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
