Thank you for this referral and your continued support.

Mr. Clyne has been known to me for last year and half. This 77-year-old white male has moved from Ohio to Texas. The patient was initially diagnosed in 2018 with marginal zone lymphoma when he presented with severe pancytopenia and upon bone marrow aspiration and biopsy was found to have marginal zone lymphoma with bone marrow involvement making it stage IV disease. The patient earlier was diagnosed to have squamous cell carcinoma of the base of the tongue diagnosed in 2018 when he presented with bleeding. He was treated with radiation therapy as well as chemotherapy with Taxol, which he finished in October 2018 the disease was T2N0M0 lesion. However, subsequently in August 2019, he was diagnosed to have this marginal zone lymphoma on account of pancytopenia. The patient also had colonoscopy around that time, which was nondiagnostic to begin with in 2019 hemoglobin was less than 7. The patient was transfused and thereafter bone marrow aspiration biopsy was done, which showed infiltration of the bone marrow with marginal zone lymphoma positive for PX5. The patient subsequently was supposed to start the treatment with Rituxan, however, he moved to Texas so I saw him in October 2021 and thereafter we started him on Rituxan treatment in November 2021 once every three to four weeks.

OTHER SIGNIFICANT MEDICAL PROBLEM: Includes he has history of diabetes and hypertension, which is being treated by VA Clinic and it seems to be well controlled. Today, he offers no symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall and weighing 210 pounds.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

His body surface area would be 2.3.

LABS: Last lab WBC was 3.3, hemoglobin was 12.5, and platelets were 148. His glucose was 160 and creatinine was 1.29.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Marginal zone lymphoma.

2. History of anemia and pancytopenia now almost becoming normal.

3. The patient on systemic chemotherapy with single agent Rituxan with good response.

4. Systemic chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: After establishing a good IV premedication was done with 10 mg dexamethasone and 25 mg Benadryl into 50 sodium chloride. Followed by Rituxan 850 mg and 500 mL bag run slowly over two to three hours. The patient did very well with infusion and he is now sent home. Followup in three weeks.
