Thank you again for your continued support.

Mr. Bruce is a 63-year-old male who has been diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in September 2022. The patient since then has been on systemic chemotherapy intermittently. The patient did get significantly sick in late 2022 requiring two hospitalizations for COVID pneumonia and long rehab. The patient however has improved significantly to begin with his IgG level was 7800 with multiple lytic lesion, extreme weakness, and weight loss. The patient was started on Velcade, Revlimid, and dexamethasone chemotherapy. He has now taken almost six months of systemic chemotherapy. He has done very well. His recent lab showed his WBC count is 4000, hemoglobin has now improved to 9.5, his platelet count was 99, and his IgG level was 709, which is within normal limit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 168 pounds, and blood pressure 157/73.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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The patient used to use O2 on ongoing basis with portable O2 but now he does not require it anymore.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Advanced stage III multiple myeloma.

2. Systemic chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Velcade 2.9 mg subQ and also Retacrit 40,000 units subQ. I will be seen him in one week.
