Kevin McKinney when he was found to have elevated WBC count in 2022 it was 17.5 now it has progressively increased. The patient also had creatinine going up now it 3.42. Incidentally in last two months, his total protein has gone up in May it was 9.4 and now it is same with globulin of 7 and in May the globulin was 6. He also has been anemic with hemoglobin of 8.7 in May to now 8.1. Incidentally, his peripheral smear also showed some metamyelocyte and monocyte so during last evaluation in late June immunoprotein electrophoresis was run as well as other test. His IgG was high at 3246 normal should be between 6 or 3 to 16 and 13 mg/dL and IgM for some reason was high at 175 it should 143 so there is suspicion of multiple myeloma long side of CLL. Today, he is here so I drew flow cytometry and cytogenetic since the patient and his wife are not ready to have bone marrow aspiration biospy or skeletal survey, which might establish diagnosis of multiple myeloma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient today is in wheelchair.

Vital Signs: He is still 5’7”, his weigh now it used to be 133 now it seems to have dropped. Today, his blood pressure is 105/57, pulse is 80, and O2 saturation is 82. Rest of the physical exam he seems to have significant muscle wasting and weight loss.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His recent CBC show WBC 40.8 with lymphocyte count 58% and peripheral smear also had metamyelocyte 1. His hemoglobin was 8.1 and hematocrit was 24.6. CMP showed creatinine of 3.42, protein was 9.3, globulin was 7, and his IgG was 3246. Incidentally, LDH was normal heptoglobin level was good.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Chronic lymphocytic leukemia.

2. Possible multiple myeloma.

3. Significant anemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw flow cytometry and cytogenetic once available we could make further recommendation. The patient and wife were told about the diagnosis and they appear to be agreeable to continue workup and possible treatment once diagnosis is established.
