HISTORY: This is a 37-year-old gentleman here with pain to his right lower extremity.
The patient stated he was doing some work at the customer’s house when a dog that is Chihuahua bit him on his leg. He states pain is approximately 6/10, increased with weight bearing and touch. He states pain is non-radiating, is confined to the lateral surface of his lower extremity.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.
Blood pressure 115/64.
Pulse 69.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.

RIGHT LOWER LEG: 1 cm superficial abrasion. No active bleeding. Tender to palpation. Localized erythema.
The patient indicated that the customer has told him the dog’s vaccination is up-to-date. However, the patient’s tetanus is not up-to-date.
ASSESSMENT: Dog bite.
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PLAN: The patient was given a tetanus injection today. He was educated on self-care, to wash the site with soap and water. He was given prescription for bacitracin to apply to the site twice a day.

The patient was given a prescription for Augmentin 875 mg/125 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20. Strongly encouraged to report the incident to the Animal Control Authority, so they can do contact with the owner and verify rabies vaccination is up-to-date. He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
