History: Ms. Dixon was seen today. Ms. Dixon was accompanied by her sister, Ms. Lola who is retired from working at the hospital. Ms. Dixon had just gone to MD Anderson and had some imaging testing done. She was told there to see the cardiologist and advised a chest x-ray and a transvaginal pelvic ultrasound. The patient has had breast cancer and that is why she goes there for followup at MD Anderson. The chest x-ray result came back as pneumonia. If you read the proper report, it looks like there are lot of chronic changes. She states she got a bad COVID pneumonia when she got the COVID-19 infection and feels this could be residual of that or she could be aspirating and getting pneumonia. The patient has no fever. Just yesterday, when I checked her, the patient states she had some wheezing and I gave her an Anoro inhaler and the wheezing is almost cleared up. Her labs came back good. Her white count was good. She is not anemic. Kidney function is normal. I have ordered the patient a repeat chest x-ray to be done in two weeks. I gave her some Keflex 500 mg three times a day for a week and I will see her in the office in two weeks. Her transvaginal ultrasound is scheduled several weeks later. About the cardiology referral, the sister states she knows all the doctors working in cardiology and she will decide whether she wants to take her to Dr. Lechin or Scott & White Cardiology and is going to let me know before we make the referral.
