History: Mr. Mattijetz was seen today. He was clean, but unkempt; he had not shaved, he had not cut his hair. He states he is getting tired and short of breath related to exertion. He states he gets nasal oxygen 1 liter per minute when he is in dialysis unit. I told him to talk to Dr. Prosperity to write his oxygen. He states he goes for dialysis three times a week and that is very draining on his body. He has this new profession of collecting classical music. Previously, he was collecting all cassettes and he was wanting to change it to CD, but then he dropped the idea. He states he wants the oxygen, but he has no place to put the oxygen in his home. Lot of counseling was done for this patient. He has poor vision because he has diabetic retinopathy nonproliferative in both eyes and gets shots in the eye. He has cardiomyopathy and chronic shortness of breath and he sees Dr. Schwartz. The patient was found to be anemic because the dialysis people do his labs at least once a week and that also I told him could make him short of breath. He states he is taking iron on his own and hopefully that will help him feel less short of breath. I told him to come and see me at least once a month so we can detect any problems he is having. He currently is not sure whether he wants nasal oxygen now because he states he has no place to store anything.
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
