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1. AE, 39-year-old with possible UTI. Normal vitals. Urinalysis shows UTI. Treated with Septra DS. The patient is doing well and was happy with the care received.
2. CC, 35-year-old with vomiting and abdominal pain. CT scan and blood work all within normal limits. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. She did not answer the phone, but a CT was done.

3. MD, 46-year-old with wrist swelling. No injury. X-rays were negative. Referred to PCP for further evaluation, placed in a splint. She heard a pop at home and she states she has an appointment this afternoon. She was happy with the care.
4. OA, 58-year-old woman with fever, chills, back hurting, low stomach hurting, and headache. Swab test negative. Workup negative for bronchitis and/or pneumonia. Chest x-ray negative. The patient was placed on antibiotics. Left message for the patient to call me back.
5. DB, is a 46-year-old with wrist pain after MVA. X-ray is within normal limits. Placed in splint. The patient was happy with the care.

6. BW, 20-year-old with fever, headaches, and scratchy throat, diagnosed with strep throat. Placed on Amoxil. She did not answer the phone.

7. RK, 28-year-old with pilonidal cyst, rather large, CT obtained. The patient subsequently transferred to general surgeon at Deerbrook Hospital for I&D. CT scan did not show any evidence of deeper involvement except for pilonidal cyst. The patient did not answer the phone.
8. BW, 20-year-old hit on the head after a car accident, feeling sick and dizzy. CT scan of the neck and head within normal limits. The patient did not answer the phone.
9. DP, 62-year-old seen with suicidal ideation. Blood work including aspirin, Tylenol level, alcohol level all within normal limits. Dr. A called the Tri-County and the patient subsequently was transferred to Tri-County for observation. He did not answer the phone.
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10. LH, 79-year-old with blood sugar of 409. The patient does have renal insufficiency. He was given IV fluids, 10 units of insulin. Blood sugar came down to 70, was discharged. Wife states they are going to see the doctor for different medication for his diabetes today. She liked Dr. A very much.
11. TM, is a 22-year-old with headache, knee pain, ankle pain status post MVA. No loss of consciousness. CT of the head negative, hCG negative, and sent home with Flexeril and Toradol.
12. PM, is a 53-year-old woman in a car accident complaining of leg pain and knee pain. X-ray is negative. CT scan negative. She was sent home with Flexeril and Toradol. The patient was happy with the care received.
13. TW, 10-year-old with sore throat. Diagnosed with tonsillitis, treated with Amoxil. Mother was very happy with the care.
14. AS, 26-year-old with vomiting, fever, bladder spasm, nausea, abdominal pain, treated with Zofran and Toradol. Lab and CT within normal limits. Diagnosed with hematuria. Placed on Macrobid and naproxen, 100% better today and was happy with the care received.
15. HG, is a 23-month-old baby with fever, diagnosed with positive strep, treated with Amoxil. Mother was very happy with the care and no more fever noted.
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
