BREWER, ELIZABETH
This is an 89-year-old woman with history of pulmonary fibrosis on hospice. Comorbidities include stroke, heart failure, valvular disorder, esophageal mass, anemia, and achalasia. The patient requires oxygen due to shortness of breath; the need for oxygen has increased. She is also experiencing more air hungriness. She is total ADL dependent. She requires pureed diet from soft mechanical diet. Decreased appetite and lack of eating has caused tremendous weight loss who now weighs 75 pounds compared to 80 during the last evaluation. She suffers from generalized weakness. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her family member. She remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
