CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 50-year-old female who reports widening pulse pressure.
HPI: The patient is a 50-year-old female who reports history of high blood pressure. She is maintained on multiple medications. She has history of childhood hypertension. She stated that she was noted to have a heart murmur. She reports occasional chest pressure, which is sporadic and intermittent. She has had no associated symptoms. Her main concern has been the difference between her blood pressure readings.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Murmur.

3. Glaucoma suspect.
4. Back pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cortisone injections only.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Lidocaine 5% patch p.r.n.

2. Lisinopril 40 mg one daily.

3. Hydrochlorothiazide 50 mg one daily.

4. Amlodipine 2.5 mg one daily.

5. Latanoprost one drop in each eye daily.

ALLERGIES:

1. ASPIRIN results in nausea and vomiting with hematemesis.
2. PROCHLORPERAZINE muscle spasms.

3. DOXYCYCLINE muscle spasms.

4. DICLOXACILLIN nausea.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of pancreatic cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or drug use. She notes occasional alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Eyes: She wears reading glasses.

Ears: She has tinnitus and slight decreased hearing.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a pleasant female who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/52, pulse 80, respiratory rate 18, height 60” and weight 116.2 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 74 beats per minute. There is an incomplete left bundle-branch block. Cannot rule out anteroseptal MI.

IMPRESSION:

1. Palpitations.

2. History of chest pain.

3. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN: We will proceed with echo and Holter evaluation. I will see her following her initial evaluation/testing.
