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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Aariyah comes into the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She is accompanied by her mother, Tasha, who helps with the history. Apparently, Aariyah had muscle surgery approximately two years ago for an exotropia. However, she complains of right eye pain for approximately one year.  As well, she states her vision is blurred. She does not wear glasses. She does not use eye drops. She does not take systemic medicines.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.00 –1.00 x 020 on the right and +1.25 –0.75 x 175 on the left. The near acuity with the distance correction measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscles balance shows a small exotropia and left-sided hypertropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Intraocular pressures measure 16 on the right and 14 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. Of note, Aariyah is quite cooperative and does not have any difficulties tolerating the light at the slit lamp. The eyelids are unremarkable. 

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic perimeter with a III4e stimulus without correction shows a horizontal visual field of 120 degrees on the right and 115 degrees on the left . The visual fields are wide and unremarkable. Aariyah is quite cooperative.

Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.

2. Strabismus.

Aariyah has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the academic environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer and avoid hazards in her environment. There is no evidence on examination for disease that would cause eye pain nor headaches.
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She does show mild residual muscle imbalance after her muscle surgery, but for someone of her age who has had this surgery she looks quite good and stable and one would not expect there to be symptoms with these minimal findings. Her prognosis is good.
