1. For her hypothyroidism, the patient states that over the last couple of years since she has been followed out of town, she converted from hypothyroidism to hyperthyroidism and was placed on methimazole 5 mg once daily by an out of town endocrinologist so she is currently on methimazole 5 mg once daily and her labs show a TSH of 2.62, free T4 of 0.9 and we will continue this dose at this point and adjust the dose during her followup visit as needed.

2. For her multinodular, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 03/09/2023 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 5.6 cm and she has several subcentimeter nodules on the left. They did a FNA biopsy the dominant nodule on right dated 05/11/2023 indicating benign pathology consistent with adenomatous nodular tissue with cystic degeneration.

3. Due to a large side of a thyroid nodule on the right measuring 5.6 cm, this has grown over the last several years. Her ultrasound back in 2018 showed the dominant nodule on the right to measure 3.3 x 2.2 x 3.7 cm and her thyroid ultrasound in 2020 indicated the dominant nodule on the right measuring 3.2 x 2.7 cm. Due to the increasing size of the thyroid nodule despite benign pathology, I am recommending surgical consultation by Dr. Clayman due to the fact that it has grown significantly over the last several years.
