Mr. Bovee is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes at the age of 26. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, status post coronary artery bypass surgery on 05/03/2023, GERD, necrotizing fasciitis in his perineum and scrotal area and also a motor vehicle accident in 2014. Notably the patient failed by receiving Jardiance therapy due to the necrotizing fasciitis. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.4%. His previous A1c was 10.5. For his diabetes, he is on Humalog 16 units with meals. However, he has not been taking this full dose due to the fact that it drops his sugar too much and he is on Lantus 30 units twice a day.
Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7.4%. My recommendation is to start him on Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter. I gave him a sample of this today because the patient’s insurance does not cover Ozempic or Mounjaro therapy. However, he is going to try to apply for the patient’s assistance program. We recommend to pair this with Lantus 30 units once daily and Humalog sliding scale 2 units every 40 mg/dL glucose greater than 140.

2. The patient injects insulin four times per day. He also checks his sugar four times per day. He makes frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring.
3. For his coronary artery disease, he had open heart surgery on 05/03/2023. Continue to follow up with cardiologist. He also has a history of a blood clot in his right leg.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check his current lipid panel.

6. We have prescribed FreeStyle Libre III for him.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
