Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/76 Pulse 80. Temperature 97.4.F Respiration 18. Pulse ox 97% room air.

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge. 

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Chronic dermatitis right lower extremity.

Neurologic: He is awake, forgetful and disoriented. Right-sided weakness is chronic from previous traumatic brain injury.

LABS: Recent labs WBC count 7.7, hemoglobin 10.6, hematocrit 33.4, sodium 141, potassium 3.7, chloride 103,CO2 27, glucose 117, BUN 8, creatinine 0.6, AST 16, ALT 9 and total protein 6.7. Dilantin level done and recent 14.8.
