CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

8. Anxiety/depression, well controlled with Wellbutrin per Dr. Stokes.

9. ADHD, not on any medications at this time.

10. The patient is going to call me if he does not get any better in the next three to four days.
