HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Honeycutt is a well-known 37-year-old woman who sees us here for opioid dependency.
She has been on Suboxone for 14 years. She has no issues or problems with her medication. She knows not to drink with the medication. She does not take any other medication with it. She knows that going against the contract that she has with us would cause her to lose her use of Suboxone from this clinic.
The patient’s PDMP and urine tox screen are up-to-date. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Opiod dependency, insomnia, and migraine headaches. She takes Imitrex very infrequently.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation.
MEDICATIONS: Suboxone 8/2 mg b.i.d. #28 a month.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is single. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She has four children, four pregnancies. Last period two weeks ago.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father are both healthy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 156 pounds. She has had no issues with her weights in the past. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 120/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opiod dependency. Continue with Suboxone 8/2 mg sublingual one b.i.d. #28 given.
2. PDMP up-to-date.

3. Urine tox screen up-to-date.

4. The patient has been on Suboxone for 14 years and has been drug-free. We talked about reduction, but this is the dose that is working for her and we can continue with that at this time and she remains gainfully employed and an active member of our society with no relapse or other issues.
