The patient with complaints of seen here last Friday, was given amoxicillin without any benefit. Mother feels like tonsils are really swollen.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Seen PCP six days ago with amoxicillin, told strep without testing. According to mother, tonsils still look bad. Mother worried going on vacation tomorrow. There is slight congestion and cough also.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of tonsillitis and strep. Last episode two months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was obtained which showed no abnormality.
DIAGNOSES: Recent strep, bronchitis by history with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient given a prescription for Z-PAK to take in addition, to continue the amoxicillin given to her by PCP with followup as needed.
