Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Fields comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked as a truck driver and had to stop driving because of a loss of vision. He had a motor vehicle accident in 1994 and eyelid surgeries to help with droopy eyes. He does not use eye drops. 
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –1.00 x 165 on the right and –0.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a moderate right-sided exotropia and hypertropia. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle movements are smooth, but saccades are delayed. The intraocular pressures measure 15 on the right and 17 on the left with a Tono-Pen. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids show total ptosis on the right side and significant ptosis on the left side.

Visual field test utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic field perimeter with III4e stimulus without correction and with the lids taped shows 41 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 42 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Eyelid ptosis.

2. Strabismus.

Mr. Fields has visually significant ptosis that is interfering with his ability to keep his eyes open and to function. When the eyelids are open, he experiences diplopia because of the strabismus. However, he is able to read moderate sized print, use a computer, and distinguish between moderate sized objects. His ability to navigate the environment may be limited by the activity of his ptosis. He should benefit from eyelid surgery although prognosis is still guarded.
