Dear Mr. Boyd:

This is a followup for Mr. Michels who has chronic kidney disease, right-sided renal cancer, completed chemotherapy.  PET scan was done, started on immunotherapy today, follows under the direction of Dr. Sahay, some discomfort on the right-sided of his back.  Denies fever.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Weight and appetite is stable.  No change in urination or gross cloudiness.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation, pleuritic discomfort or respiratory distress.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure Norvasc, has not used any narcotics.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 138/72, weight 176, few pounds above last visit.  There is *_______* distress.  No pleural effusion.  No wheezing.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness or ascites.  Minimal discomfort right flank area.  No gross edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries from just few days ago creatinine actually improved, prior anemia back to normal.  Electrolytes and acid base abnormalities.  We review together the PET and CT scan, all the abnormalities, metastasis lungs, kidney, lymph nodes, everything looks improved.  There is an area on the right kidney liver area that is more appearing now thought to be related to question new lesion that suggest the technique, able to see it now that was obscured by right renal cancer, in any regards he has relayed information to the infusion center and then to you, might require a new ultrasound or CAT scan.  I will not oppose the use of IV contrast with hydration and monitor creatinine couple of days after.  His kidney function is stable.  No symptoms of uremia.  His blood pressure well controlled.  Anemia has resolved.  Other chemistries stable.
Assessment and Plan:  Plan to see him back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
