This is an 86-year-old woman resides in a nursing facility on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. Most recently, the patient has had change in mental status most likely related to her UTI.

She is bed bound. She has increased shortness of breath. She has also noted redness and itching consistent with candidiasis under both breasts which have been treated at this time. The patient has stage III renal failure, which may have progressed to stage IV with itching and some edema, but has not had any blood work since the patient is on hospice.

She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to be short of breath with any kind of activity. The patient has shortness of breath, history of sleep apnea, severe weakness, and ADL dependency. She is bedbound and previous ejection fraction was reported at 15%. The patient is morbidly obese hence the reason for sleep apnea and has endstage congestive heart failure with worsening renal function which definitely declined since last visit and makes her hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
