The patient is seen for checkup with ear, cheeks and tongue and nuchal area according to mother.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of sore mouth, white tongue, questionable sore throat with questionable decreased appetite.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted slight pallor to tongue, but without definite leukoplakia, noted to be erosion to the right alveolar area measuring 10-12 mm with slight erosion. Noted to be 1+ adenopathy, increased on the right anterior neck. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen obtained was essentially negative.
IMPRESSION: Stomatitis of the mouth with questionable pharyngitis, possible thrush, doubtful.

PLAN: Given prescription for topical Kenalog to apply to lesion at the alveolar area right upper mouth, with liquid diet, with followup as needed if not clearing in a few days.
