Thank you for your continued support.

Barbara is a 62-year-old female who has been seeing me for last few years. She has essential thrombocytosis a form of chronic myeloproliferative disorder. She had bone marrow and flow cytometry done in the past. She has CALR mutation as well as her flow cytometry did show decreased expression of CD13, CD16, and CD10.

Today, she does not offer any specific symptoms. She says she feels fine.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 153 pounds, and blood pressure 113/71.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her latest CBC that she brought was done in April, which showed WBC count of 6.7, hemoglobin 11.9, and platelet count was 846,000.
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DIAGNOSIS: Essential thrombocytosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At present, her platelet count, WBC, and hemoglobin has been fairly stable so no further workup or any treatment is required. Close followup with CBC might suffice every three to four months.
