Thank you again for your continued support and thank you for this referral.

Mr. Holdner comes today for evaluation. He is 83-year-old. He does not have any symptoms.

The patient is being followed for malignant melanoma with brain metastases. He had a resection of the brain metastases followed by radiation and he was on immunotherapy. His three cycles with IPI NIVO was completed in December and the patient was started on single agent nivolumab on 07/05. The patient will need to continue NIVO every four weeks for two years.

The patient tolerated last NIVO very well and he is here for followup today, he does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 83-year-old.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/66, height 6 feet 1 inches tall, and weighing 216 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Malignant melanoma with brain metastases and also pulmonary metastasis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and continue nivolumab 480 mg every four weeks. The patient requests that he should have a followup with his radiation oncologist who is Dr. Scott Cheek from Dallas, Texas. The patient is requesting that a process of referral be initiated so that he can go see his traditional oncologist for followup. Also, he says that he used to have a cardiologist evaluation every so often and he is requesting that a cardiology consultation might be in order and a referral might be generated for his followup of his cardiac issues. Since he lives in Louisville, he thinks either Denton or Louisville might be a good location for this referral.
