CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen in the office with history of recent urinary tract infection, given Cipro which is not working. She states that she is still sick. Urine still showing presence of moderate blood, large amount of nitrites and large pyuria. Because of her urinary symptoms without response to Cipro, the patient’s urine culture was obtained and the patient was put on Macrobid to take for two weeks with a history of recurrent urinary tract infections in the past. She has been on Macrobid before, this could resolve.
MEDICATIONS: Being on Vraylar, benztropine, Lamictal and alprazolam per chart.
IMPRESSION: Urinary tract infection with resistant E. coli responding to Macrodantin.
PLAN: Advised to continue antibiotics with complete clearing, consideration of followup urinalysis and urine culture to rule out persistent urinary tract infection if needed. Her medical problems as above. Follow up as needed.
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
