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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury incident.  According to the patient, this was in 1993, when she was in Germany.  The patient tells me that she was attacked by a big attacker.  She tells me that this attacker was trying to rape her.  She was thrown against the wall and hit the head on the wall.  She tells me that she lost consciousness.  When she woke up, she found that the man on top of her trying to rape her.  The patient tells me that she did not go see doctor afterwards because she is afraid that she may get kicked out.
The patient since then has headaches, blacking out episodes, depression, nightmares, dizziness, disorientation, memory loss, ear ringing, paranoia, insomnia, disconnected, anxiety and seeing things and hearing things, and panic attack symptoms.  The patient also has loss of motivation, no concentration, and excessive anxiety symptoms.
The patient tells me that she is working for a commercial account manager.  The patient tells me that her symptoms are affecting her work.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus.  She feels anxious and nervous all the time.  She feels dizziness.  She is not able to handle the workload.  The patient was given several hundred accounts to handle.  The patient tells me that she was not able to handle that.
The patient was also diagnosed of PTSD, depression and anxiety disorder.

MoCA examination was performed today.  The patient scored 22/30 on the MoCA examination.  The patient missed 2 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 1 on language.  The patient missed 5 on delay recall.  The patient’s score is 22/30.

It is my opinion the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  From her description in 1993, she was in Germany, the patient was attacked by an attacker trying to rape her.  The patient tells me that she was thrown against the wall.  The patient tells me that she lost consciousness.  The patient did not report the incident because she was afraid that she was going to get kicked out.  The description of her symptoms, including depression nightmares, anxiety, insomnia, disconnected, seeing things and hearing things, panic attacks, insomnia symptoms, I believe that most of these symptoms are due to her underlying PTSD, depression and anxiety disorder.  I believe that these symptoms that she is having are mostly due to underlying psychiatric illnesses.  It is my opinion that I do not think that she has sustained a traumatic brain injury from that incident in 1993 in Germany.
