Hypertension, left-sided acute mastoiditis, history of breast cancer, dyspepsia.

Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is on IV antibiotics.  Flagyl was added by ID recently and she has been started on Neupogen because her white count was low.
