This is a progress report on Christy Goff.

Christy is a 51-year-old female recently diagnosed to have advanced colon carcinoma comes here for followup and starting her chemotherapy. She had initial evaluation in April when her CEA was very high at 1219. The patient then was referred to Dr. Alexander Gaidarski who is an oncology surgeon. He did excision and debulking of the tumor and peritoneal seeding. The patient subsequently had six weeks of postop recovery now she is here to start chemotherapy. Her infusion has healed very well and I do not see any significant tenderness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 128 pounds, and blood pressure 165/78.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Scar looks good. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Colon carcinoma stage IV with liver metastasis.

2. Carcinomatosis.

3. Status post debulking and resection.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and start chemotherapy today after premedication with Aloxi 0.25 mg, dexamethasone 10 mg, and Benadryl 25 mg in 250 mL of sodium chloride. The patient was given oxaliplatin 200 mg in 500 mL of sodium chloride followed Avastin 600 mg IV in 250 mL of sodium chloride. The patient tolerated it well. The patient will now start her Xeloda four tablets of 500 mg each so that will be 2000 mg in the morning and 2000 mg in the evening for two weeks this cycle will be repeated every three weeks.
