RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Screening for STD.

2. Erectile dysfunction.

3. Elevated PSA (BPH).
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PLAN: The following labs were reviewed with the patient. This patient’s labs include CBC, CMP, HIV, hepatitis B, hepatitis C and hepatitis D, these studies are all unremarkable, however his PSA is elevated at 6.11.

His testosterone was checked, however, it was not done, the notes from the lab says that the serum separated tube is not an acceptable specimen for this test resubmit, serum from a plain red top tube, this was done as plain red top tube was done to have patient’s testosterone check, request also labs were drawn for herpes simplex.

The patient was sent home with the following medication. Viagra 100 mg one p.o. half to four hours prior to coitus #30. Acyclovir topical 5% cream apply daily five times a day for four days. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
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
