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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1954, he was in Germany.  He was working as an army aircraft mechanic.  The patient tells me that he was working on a helicopter.  However, there was another helicopter crashed on to his helicopter. The patient tells me that the prop and the shrapnels hit him.  It made him fall and hit the head.  The patient tells me that prop and many shrapnels hit his body and some of them hit his head and he fell down and hit his head.  The patient tells me that he has immediate loss of consciousness.  He was taken to the hospital in Frankfurt, Germany.  The patient does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  However, the patient had severe injury.  When he woke up, the patient tells me that he had pain, disorientation, lightheadedness, dazed out, and severe headache.  The patient tells me that there was no surgery needed on him.
The patient tells me since then he had significant cognitive deficit.  The patient tells me that he has significant memory loss.  The patient is not able to remember well.  He also has headaches.  The patient headaches have been consistently almost on a daily basis.  The patient also has decreased concentration and decrease in focus.
The patient is currently retired.  He is not working anymore.
MoCA examination score is 22/30.  The patient missed two on attention.  The patient missed five on delay recall.  The patient missed one on orientation.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient in 1954, in Germany, the patient was an aircraft mechanic.  The patient was working on helicopter and then suddenly another helicopter crashed into his helicopter.  He tells me that the prop and the shrapnels, the blade, and hit him.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient had severe disorientation and confusion.  He also severe headaches.  Since then the patient has significant cognitive deficit.  The patient is not able to remember well.  He also has significant headache on a daily basis.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.  It is my opinion that the head injury, memory deficits, confusion, disorientation are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
