CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right hand muscle weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has weakness of the both hands more on the left than the right side and the patient is seen by orthopedic physician and he is requesting EMG test. The patient has noticed hand weakness for past several years and it is progressively getting worse.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. There is weakness and wasting of the muscles of the hand more on the left than the right side and the patient’s fist power is poor bilaterally; however, the patient ambulates without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
