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1. OM, 59-year-old male seen with left-sided chest pain. The patient left the hospital without being seen, called the patient at home, no one answered.

2. FH, 32-year-old threw up blood. Positive history of ETOH abuse. White count was 14,000. Given Phenergan, Zofran, and Protonix in the emergency room. INR okay. Liver function is elevated. H&H dropped from 14 and 42 to 13 and 38 in two hours. The patient was transferred to Kingwood. Dr. Maroney did a stellar job. The patient did not answer the phone. 
3. YX, is a 28-year-old young lady, four months pregnant having bleeding and sharp pain. The patient has white count of 12000. The patient did not have an ultrasound, but did have hCG done, which was compared to the hCG done in June. Diplomatic response prompted Dr. Maroney to call it an incomplete abortion and subsequently the patient was transferred out. No one answered the phone when I called.

4. TB, 34-year-old with low back pain. CT scan was negative. The phone number was a prison. The number to the main prison in Cleveland. Of course, he could not come to the phone and the people at infirmary could not give me any information. He was sent home with no medication. He was sent back to prison with no medications, but CT again was totally negative which was prudent to do a CT before discharge since he was in a prison setting.

5. RS, is a 50-year-old male with low back pain for five years. X-rays were negative except for decreased disc height, treated with Toradol and Norflex. Given Motrin and tizanidine. He is going to see his regular doctor for followup, but he was happy with the care received. 

6. VP, is a 44-year-old with toothache diagnosed with dental caries, treated with Motrin 600 mg in the emergency room and sent home with Amoxil. Her phone is disconnected.

7. ML, is a 4-year-old pulling at his ears for two days. Diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Amoxil. Left message for mother to call me back or for family to call me back.

8. SF, 35-year-old with stomachache for two weeks. White count was 7000. Rest of blood work negative. Slightly volume depleted. Treated with Cipro. No CT was done. The patient was diagnosed with chronic gastroenteritis. I left a message for the patient to call me back.

9. AN, 17-year-old young lady 11 weeks pregnant with bleeding, had an ultrasound done at Livingston Hospital but did not like the way she was treated. So she came to Cleveland. Dr. Maroney got the records from Livingston less than 12 hours ago and diagnosed the patient with threatened abortion, sent the patient home with bedrest. She was happy with the care received, having no pain and minimal bleeding today.

10. VM, 32-year-old lady with right-sided back pain, blood in the urine and vomiting. Lab was negative. Urinalysis showed blood. CT negative for stones. Treated with Norco and white count 11,000. Sent home with Bactrim DS. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
