The patient is well known to me from my office and the hospital and QT interval was okay and she tolerated the seroquel well last night and today she is more cooperative. She denies any headache, nausea, vomiting, fever or chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert, forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/78 Pulse 70. Temperature 97.F. Respiration 18. Pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing. 

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive. 

Extremities: No edema.

Neurologic: She is awake, forgetful and disoriented.
