CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient has right leg cellulitis and she is not able to speak well and her power of attorney her mother is giving all the information.
This is a telehealth visit, audio only.

The patient developed redness of the skin of the right leg three or four days ago and there is no pus formation; however, the skin redness has increased and she has a history of cellulitis where she required antibiotics. At this time, the patient has no fever or chills and she is able to ambulate. The patient does have varicose veins.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, new focal weaknesses, or falling down episodes.
ASSESSMENT: Right leg cellulitis.
PLAN: To start doxycycline 100 mg one tablet twice a day for seven days. The patient has allergies to penicillin.

Elevate the right leg on one or two pillows for week and then as needed.

Home visiting nurse for evaluation and treatment.
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
