HISTORY: This is a 37-year-old female here for surgical clearance.

The patient stated that she suffered a laceration foreign body in her right index finger while attempting to open a can of foodstuff. She said she was seen in the local emergency room where she received a tetanus vaccination and is here for routine screening and surgical clearance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient vapes, denies drug or alcohol use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 111/83.

Pulse 74.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.

INDEX FINGER: Well bandaged, secured. The exposed part revealed capillary refill less than two seconds. She has good range of motion of the metacarpophalangeal joint.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities except right index finger. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Laceration, right index finger, with foreign body.

2. Surgical clearance.

PLAN: The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Today, we did an EKG. The EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm with no acute injury. Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, INR, and there was no request for a chest x-ray, so that was not done. Labs are pending. Labs were done stat; when these are available, decision will be made as to the patient’s clearance.
