The patient is seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Before I talked to Leonard, his wife picked up the phone and she described that she has been undergoing lot of stress as she has cancer and has to go the hospital and Leonard was also concerned about his wife and also concerned about himself. He stopped taking medication just like he was doing in the past and described that he has been hearing voices and depressed and claimed that it is possible that he also end up in the hospital. I further educated Leonard about his problem of noncompliance and explained that his wife is sick and if he keeps taking his medication then probably he may be fine and he could help his wife. He listened to me. He was alert and oriented, tall African American male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. He admits to auditory hallucination, but denies any suicidal or homicidal ideation. Sometime he gets depressed and anxious. The patient has history of hypertension and diabetes and he has not been seen by internist or taking his medication regularly. The patient was reinforced and encouraged that he should keep taking medication and I am giving further a prescription of Abilify 30 mg at bedtime, seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Celexa 40 mg daily and Vistaril 50 mg b.i.d. A 30-day supply was ordered with recommendation that he should develop control on his behavior. Prognosis guarded.
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
