CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and for chronic care management.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter-in-law stating that she has gained some weight but not noticed any swelling in the legs and she does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. The patient is also requesting medication refill.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. Occasionally, the patient has stiffness of the joints.
OBJECTIVE:
