SYMPTOMS: She feels fine. She does not have any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has been very healthy. Occasionally, she takes Zoloft for anxiety.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: Her periods are regular every four weeks for three to four days. She has one son who is 12. Also about 19 years ago, she had a stillbirth on account of a blood clot in umbilical cord, however, at that time hematological workup was nondiagnostic. She was seen by hematologist.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 39-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 165 pounds, and blood pressure 123/74.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of anxiety.
