CC: Cough x 3 to 4 four days per family and concerned for dysphagia.

HPI: A 73-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and significant behavioral issues started to have cough with questions of dysphagia over the weekend. Staff reports that his PO intake is pretty good and he feeds himself. He does have some coughing at mealtime, but no frank evidence of choking. He was lying low today, sitting quietly at a table by himself and he was actually cooperative. I was able to examine him. He did not really make eye contact or say anything. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD decreased with medication, HTN, chronic allergies and GERD.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, MORPHINE SULFATE and LEXAPRO.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Modified to mechanical soft with minced meat and gravy on the side.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly at table. He has got his cap on and glasses. He makes limited eye contact and did not speak.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/71, pulse 95, temperature 97.9, respirations 17, and weight 135.8 pounds which is a weight loss of about 15 pounds since admit.
CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

RESPIRATORY: He cooperated with deep inspiration twice and then said he was done after that. Lung fields are clear. He had no cough throughout the time being seen or observed while I was in MC. When asked about a feeling that sometimes he has food stuck in his throat or chokes, he had no response.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in a wheelchair that he can propel and is in a wheelchair secondary to continued falls and he is acclimated to it.

NEURO: Orientation x 1. He can speak but is generally quiet, keeps to himself. There has been a decrease in his physical aggression.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with possible dysphagia. No evidence of the cough today. Dysphagia remains a question. We will modify his diet to mechanical soft with minced moist gravy.
