CC: Delusions with perseveration on moving.

HPI: An 82-year-old with cognitive impairment and perseverations on moving out of the facility with plans which she has not defined on that she will move either to Las Vegas or she has a lot of friends or to Montana where her son lives. She does not have the phone numbers for her friends in Las Vegas, but states that she will get them and has not talked to her son about her plans to move out there and the expectation that he will help her get established in an apartment or home. She repeatedly makes it known that she is not happy with her daughter here and wants her basically to leave her alone. The patient was seen in her room. The DON was present with me and we had previously discussed the fact that the patient has two letters of incapacity that have been written. Her daughter was able to use those to establish herself as her mother’s power of attorney with her brother being in agreement. The DON has spoken with daughter about this and so when we went in, the DON basically told the resident that her daughter now has the power of attorney and that she is not going to be moving from the facility. The patient became visibly angered and made it clear that she was going to undo her daughter having the power of attorney and that she would be moving and again she has not decided where or how that changed the remainder of the visit. She was quiet and appeared very upset. Later, I saw her in the DON’s office talking with her not aware of what that conversation was about.
DIAGNOSES: Delusional behavior with perseveration on moving and does not have the plans of where or how. HTN, HLD, benign essential tremor, history of CVA, and lumbar DDD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/27/23 note.

ALLERGIES: ASA and STATIN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was well groomed and alert when initially seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/75, pulse 76, temperature 98.4, respirations 18, and weight 149 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with a walker. No falls. No lower extremity edema in her room. She ambulates independently and is steady.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. Her facial expression changed when she was told directly that she is not moving and that her daughter is her power of attorney. She was quite thereafter, but only after making it clear that she wanted to get rid of her daughter in her life and was going to handle getting her not to be the power of attorney and that she would be moving. 

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Along with DON, met with the patient. She is aware that she is not going to be moving that her daughter is POA. She displayed poor insight and judgment into plans to move and how that would happen and was quiet thereafter the DON I spoke with the patient later and has spoken with the daughter regarding today’s meeting.
2. Delusional. Haldol 0.25 mg at 11 a.m. and 6 p.m. I will see and monitor for benefit versus side effects.
3. HTN. The patient has atenolol 50 mg given currently at 9 a.m. and 9 p.m. She does not trust that they bring it to her on-time and while she cannot give times for that may not have been on schedule, she just believes that it is not on schedule. So, it will be given earlier in the morning at 7 p.m.
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
