CC: General care followup.
HPI: A 90-year-old female who has had slow, but progressive general decline. She spends her time in room in recliner. She does come out for meals. She is dependent on assist for most of her ADLs. She can feed herself. She was resting comfortably. She denied any pain or any other issues that were of concern at this time. She continues to receive wound care for chronic wound on right lower extremity.

DIAGNOSES: Senile debility progressive, atrial fibrillation, hypothyroid, insomnia, pain management and chronic wound care issues.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/26/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail appearing female reclining comfortably, pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/68, pulse 86, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and weight 121 pounds which is down 4.4 pounds since 06/26/23.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is a full transfer assist, weightbearing only for pivot, wheelchair dependent and has to be transported, unable to propel the manual wheelchair.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3, soft spoken. She states a few words at a time, reads a lot and so she will talk about that. She can voice her needs and understands given information. She does ask for it to be repeated.  She makes eye contact. Soft spoken, just states a few words at a time. She smiles and rarely complains.
SKIN: She continues with wound care for chronic annular wound about nickel size above her right ankle and had a smaller wound on the pretibial area of the right which is healed. 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Chronic skin care issues, continues to see wound care. The only one left is the right above ankle area which has been years in duration and much better than one prior to wound care starting.

2. Pain management, adequately controlled with Tylenol three times daily, no change.

3. Atrial fibrillation, on Eliquis. She has had no falls and no easy bruising or bleeding, so no changes.

4. Depression. She has been on Zoloft 50 mg at h.s. Her mood always seems good. Her outlook positive and we will continue with that.
