CC: 90-day note.
HPI: A 91-year-old who was lying in bed, but she was awake, made eye contact, tried to keep me from touching her, but I was able to get in there before she could stop that and then she is just relaxed. The patient did make a few utterances, but nothing clear. The patient has had two non-injury falls, but no other acute medical events. At baseline, the patient is bed to wheelchair bound, unable to propel her chair. She is generally quiet. She can talk and will make her needs known. She has a strong Japanese accent and often will speak in Japanese. Her son Jim is her POA. He does not come around much anymore, but he has made aware of any significant change.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, glaucoma, hypothyroid and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.8h., alprazolam 0.25 mg t.i.d., docusate liquid q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., and oxycodone 5 mg q.8h. with Tylenol as mentioned.
ALLERGIES: LIPITOR.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Pureed with thick liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying in her hospital bed with head slightly elevated. She is alert. She makes brief eye contact and verbal. She states a few words in Japanese.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/70, pulse 66, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, and weight 85.8 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No tenderness or distention.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema. The patient is full transfer assist and is transported in Broda chair.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. No acute medical events.

2. Non-injury falls. She has become quieter, calmer and more cooperative and hopefully that will remain.
3. MAR review. I am changing the use of her wrist brace to p.r.n.
