CC: Receiving medication issue and BPSD.

HPI: A 74-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD of inappropriate toileting both bowel and bladder. Medications that were ordered to *________* behavior were Depakote 125 mg q.d. and Depakote 250 mg at 8 p.m. That medication was ordered on 07/21/23 and has not been received from the pharmacy. In addition, she is on Zoloft 150 mg q.d., alprazolam 0.25 mg q.a.m., 1 p.m., and 6 p.m., Haldol 0.25 mg b.i.d. and MVI q.d.

DIET: Was going to be regular finger foods, chop meat and Ensure one to two cans q.d.
ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite female, walking around. She appears comfortable and was engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/87, pulse 61, temperature 97.2, respirations 20, O2 sat 98%, and weight 135 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently, remained steady and upright. No lower extremity edema. No falls.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She will say a word or two here and there. It is usually random and out of context. She is shy and kind of pulls back in the larger group. She can make her needs known.

PSYCHIATRIC: She does not appear to be in distress either emotionally or physically and seeks out others who will respond to her.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Inappropriate toileting. She does have the Depakote at 150 mg; however, the Depakote the other component has been missing via pharmacy issues so hopefully once they are both imply at the same time, there can be some benefit. We will find out.
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
