CC: Followup on diuresis.

HPI: An 82-year-old started on Lasix 40 mg q.d. on 06/07. The patient had notable lower extremity edema. Her abdomen was soft but rounded and ballottable and cheeks were full. She was able to get around in her manual wheelchair but it took some effort. Since the initiation of the Lasix, there has been significant change in her appearance and her weight has also decreased.
DIAGNOSES: Generalized edema, advanced vascular dementia, pseudobulbar affect, anxiety disorder, gait instability in wheelchair, glaucoma, chronic pain management, dry eye syndrome and dental caries.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/21 note.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and MORPHINE.

DIET: Finger foods.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOSPICE: Traditions.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was lying on her right side facing the wall. She had her eyes open. Overall appearance she appeared smaller and looked comfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/79, pulse 75, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, O2 saturation is 96% and weight 120.2 pounds. On 06/21 she weighed 113.2 so she has had a 13-pound weight loss.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has a smaller facial appearance. Her abdomen is smaller and no lower extremity edema.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. She did not speak or make eye contact and no initiation of tearfulness.
SKIN: Warm, dry. She does have purpura on the dorsum of both hands and the distal forearms.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Diuresis. She has had a good response and I think she is now at her true body weight. BMP is ordered to assess electrolytes and renal function.
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
