CC: UA followup and knee replacement scheduled and spoke with POA.
HPI: A 77-year-old who has had chronic knee pain left greater than right was evaluated by Dr. Kazenski and has her left knee replacement surgery scheduled by my note on 08/11 she states it is 08/15 and her POA states it is on 08/08 so I have to figure that out. She is looking forward to this but at the same time thinking about the possible bad outcomes, having talked to somebody who said that they had a lot of pain afterwards. I told her that she does not know what is going to be like for her so we just have to wait. She also did not bring up her husband and the hallucinations delusions of him being alive, etc. Then I spoke with her POA her stepson Steve and he stated that he *________* asked her if she had been seeing his father or whether she had been talking to him and she denied that she talk to him or seen him. His concern is postop that she be able to go to a skilled care facility knowing that she is not going to do therapy on her own if she returns to the facility. I told him that I agreed with that that it needs to be brought up to Dr. Kazenski who will be very reasonable.

DIAGNOSES: Severe OA of left knee and delusions related to her deceased husband, MCI with recent progression, anxiety and depression, GERD, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/05 note.

ALLERGIES: AMBIEN and ZOCOR.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR and Home health is Life Spring.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed. She is comfortable and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/78, pulse 81, temperature 98.4, respirations 14, O2 saturation 93%, and weight 167 pounds.
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NEURO: Orientation x2-3. Clear speech and avoided the hallucination aspect but was able to voice her concerns positive and negative regarding surgery.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She self transfers, propels her manual wheelchair, and has trace to +1 lower extremity edema on the left side.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Knee replacement surgery scheduled for approximately two weeks that will be clarified as to time and suggested that he bring up request for SNF postop.

2. Counseling concerns. POA wants to know if there is counseling and I told him that she is having site nursing see her. I do not know what strides have been made in that arena or how often that she has been seen. He wanted to have more intensive professional counseling and I told him to look up bereavement counselors and maybe call them to see what they have to offer and once he decides to let me know and I will write and forward a referral.
