Also, we did labs on her and her labs showed A1c increased to 6.6. She is 96 years old and I do not want to restrict anything on her, but would feel better if we start her on metformin at least 500 mg once a day and then she can eat ice-cream if she wants to. So, this was discussed with the patient. The patient’s daughter had lot of concerns about the patient getting very obsessed about different things today. She tells me she does lot of sewing and, when I asked her, how her sewing is going on, she states she is not able to remember things well on operating the machine. So, she is going downhill and developing some dementia. She still wants to liver by herself. We are going to watch her closely and observe her. I will see her in the office in a month. Today, she wanted some vitamins and we gave her vitamins for 50 plus without iron and copper.
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
