CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, headache, sore throat, and congestion for the past week including headache and sore throat, continued with cough, with history of bronchitis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of bronchitis; last episode one year ago. Denies medical problems. She states that she got a lab work etc. at Civic Center, Lifeline, about a year ago including labs, EKG, ultrasounds of her neck, and other locations and was told everything was okay.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory other than living alone independently.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: With few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for edema or clubbing. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) titer was obtained because of exposure to her granddaughter, who had it recently, which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with secondary bronchitis, exposure to RSV.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections with prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and bring copies of the records to the clinic, so they can be on her chart. Recommended additional physical or further evaluation here in the future.
