SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today for followup subacute rehab. He has been doing well. He denies any headache, dizziness, right-sided chronic weakness of the previous stroke, and right knee is getting better. No shortness of breath. No chest pain. No nausea. No vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert, cooperative, some expressive aphasia but he was able to answer all the questions slowly.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/74, pulse 76, temperature 97.9, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness. Right patella fracture side with dressing.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and right-sided weakness.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. Vertebrobasilar insufficiency.

3. Status post right patella fracture status post surgery.

4. Right-sided weakness due to stroke.

PLAN: The patient will be maintained on his current medications. He is doing fairly well and orthopedic outpatient followup being done.
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
